One of the most important Christian days of the year is coming
soon. We call it Easter.
Why? Believe it or not there is controversy about the origin of
the word fiEastero. Some ha\
gan goddess Eostre and others to an old Germanic tradition.
Some have wanted to cut off any pagan influence and call the
day, AResurrection Dayo.

The date of Easter or Resurrection Day, varies because it is
based on a formula developed by the Council of Nicea in 325
A. D. , nThe first Sunday aft
equinox. o The date coul d s
25.
This year it is April 24. In a rare occurrence Easter will be celebrated on the same day in both the
Eastern Orthodox churches and in Western Christian Churches (Roman Catholic and Protestants)
The Orthodox church uses the Julian calendar and we use the Gregorian calendar and so dates will
vary between them most years.

Wow, that was probably way more information than you wanted. But, I believe it helps to know
of the rich and diverse history of such a powerful and important holiday. In the earliest days of the
church the celebration of Jesuso0 resurrecgio
times be celebrated on a days other than Sunday. There are several reasons why this link to Pass-
over is so important. Certainly, the events recorded in the Gospels specifically talk about Jesus visit
to Jerusalem and celebrating the Passover as His last meal with His disciples before He would die
on the cross. But even more important, is the understanding of how the meaning of the Passover
event and what happened to Jesus are linked. God acted in history to save His people and bring
them into a new relationship with Him. At the death and resurrection of Jesus, God acted in history
to save not only a specific people but to save and help all people come into a close, loving relation-
ship with God. It is not only the death of Jesus, understood as the sacrifice of the Passover lamb, it
is the resurrection of Jesus which opens the way to the promised land of not only eternal life but life
lived today in and with the hope and love of the presence of God.

Many today, even within Christianity, have doubts about the resurrection of Jesus. It is, after all,

a very remarkable thing, the coming alive of a dead body after three days. However, it is at the very
core of the Christian faith. It is part of the earliest preaching found in the New Testament. It is the
hope that we cling to. It says to us that God will overcome any obstacle, any failing, and any threat.

* 1 can (12 oz.) evaporated
milk

* 1 stick (V2 cup) butter,
melted

* Y2 cup sugar

* Pinch of salt

* 12 Tablespoons yeast

* 1 egg, beaten

* 2 teaspoon cinnamon

* Y2 teaspoon nutmeg

* 5 cups flour

* Icing

* An adult to help

What you do:

1. In large bowl, combine the
first eight ingredients.

2. Stir in flour, one cup ata
time, to form soft dough.
Knead on a floured surface
until smooth and elastic
{(about five minutes).

3. Place in a greased bowl,
turning once to grease top.
Cover and let rise until
doubled (about one hour).

4. Knead out air bubbles.
Form six two-inch balls.

5. Place two inches apart on a
greased cookie sheet. Cover
and let rise until doubled
(abourt 30 minutes).

6. Bake at 375 degrees until
golden (13 to 15 minutes).
Cool on wire racks.

7. Add icing in a cross shape.
